PARKING COMMITTEE REPORT

BROADWAY IMPROVEMENT CORPORATION

March 9, 2006

In attendance: Bob Beshlian, Charles Tregidgo and Lee Sayegh (3). Also Don Smartt. 

The committee, based on the materials reviewed and the discussion had, identified the following initiatives that will be pursued for traffic calming, parking utilization and parking enhancement:
 

Wayfinding Signage - Based on the work of the Broadway Advisory Committee and the Birdsall Engineering Traffic and Parking Studies, areas suggested for the placement of directional and lot signage will be identified, a signage program will be designed, sign location will be identified and the fabrication and installation of signage will be recommended to both private property owners and public jurisdictions (Borough, County or State as may be required).
 

Commuter Parking - Based on the work of New Jersey Transit, the placement of commuter parking under the Borough's Cooperative Parking Ordinance and Commuter Decal Parking Program will be investigated for placement on a portion of the Hy-Way Theater property in cooperation with the property owner and the Borough of Fair Lawn. Costs, benefits and terms and conditions will be identified and a recommendation made to the involved parties.
 

New Parking - Based on the work of the Broadway Advisory Committee and a review of current existing conditions and opportunities by the BIC members themselves, the following three site will be examined - in concert with existing property owners - for the possibility of adding new parking to the district:
1. Dr. Mancuso property located at 27-11 Pellack Drive 

2. Bank of New York property, 27th Street (rear) 

3. Dr Ledney property at Plaza Road (South)
Traffic Calming - Based on the of the Broadway Advisory Committee and the Birdsall Engineering Traffic and Parking Studies, traffic calming strategies will be examined for their application, in whole or in part, to Arcadia, Berkshire, Cambridge, Dorchester and Ellington Roads, between Midland Avenue and Plaza Road. In addition the calming strategies offered in the works above, the BIC will review the fuller range of calming strategies developed and used in other communities to evaluate their application for use in this instance.  
 

Cooperative Employee and/or Visitor Parking - Properties with underutilized or excess parking will be identified for their potential to offer off-premises parking to district employee and/or visitors. Once identified, the property owners will be invited to consider embracing the concept of sharing their parking with others under mutually agreed upon terms and conditions. 
 

In addition to the above tasks, the members of the Parking Committee will review the BAC report for any additional opportunities that may present themselves. Don will provide a copy of the BoNY/Borough Cooperative Parking Agreement for the use of the committee.
